One of the handiest pow er sports accessories that I have yet 

discovered, HEDz is a tube of soft, seamless, stretchable polyester 

microfiber that can be configured and w orn in many w ays to deal 

w ith all kinds of trail needs.  

 About 19 inches tall and 19 inches in diameter, a HEDz tube 

can be w orn in about a dozen different w ays including as a 

bandana, a head band, a hair band, a face mask, or a scarf. That makes it  useful in many 

different w ays, from w ind or dust protection to helmet liner to sun protection for hairless or 

thinning heads. It ’s light enough to be comfortable in hot w eather, and w icks moisture aw ay 

from your skin to help keep you more comfortable, yet it  is w arm enough to be useful in the 

chilly morning air of spring and fall, and even for light duty use in w inter.  

 The versatility of this simple design is amazing. Directions on the display card show  mult iple 

w ays to w ear it  and directions for folding a couple of cap variants. I part icularly like it  as a 

bandana on dusty trails. It  passes enough air so you can breathe through it adequately, but it  

keeps the dirt out of your nose and mouth as w ell as off your face and neck. I also found it 

handy as a neckie for w armth in cool temperatures, and to block sunburn and seal my collar 

against bugs w hen my helmet w as off. And  w ith HEDz, you don’ t have to carry a cap, either, 

because you can also t ie it  into a sort of a cap. 

 When you don’ t need HEDz, just fold it  up and stuff it  into a pocket or a micro-space in a 

rack bag. It  takes up less room than other caps or any other dust or w ind protectors that I’ve 

tried. And w hen it gets dirty, HEDz hand w ashes easily and dries overnight for use the next 

day. 

 Manufactured right here in the United States, HEDz comes in more than seventy different 

colors and patterns including lightning, f lames, dragons, angels, paisleys, f low ers, pirates, 

American f lag, POW* MIA remembrance, mult iple types of camo, and many more, so you should 

be able to f ind one you like.

Families thrilled that new law legalizes the sale of kids' off-highway vehicles 
  
PICKERINGTON, Ohio -- With the overturning of a federal law that created a de facto ban on the sale of kid's off-highway vehicles 
(OHVs), the real winners are the families and children who enjoy responsible motorized recreation, the American Motorcyclist Associa-
tion (AMA) reports.  
 
"Families across the nation are breathing a sigh of relief now that kids' off-highway vehicles (OHVs) have been exempted from the lead 
law that banned them," said Rob Dingman, AMA president and CEO. "Families are sharing their stories with us about how they enjoy 
responsible motorized recreation as a family, and how they thought their riding worlds were about to end.  
 
"Many people worked very hard over the past several years to change the law, and the families were an important part of that effort," 
Dingman continued. "I tip my helmet to all of them."  
 
On Aug. 12, President Barack Obama signed into law H.R. 2715 that exempts kids' OHVs from the Consumer Product Safety Improve-
ment Act (CPSIA) of 2008, known as the lead law.  
 
The CPSIA, which went into effect on Feb. 10, 2009, banned the making, importing, distributing or selling of any product intended for 
children 12 and under -- including kids' dirtbikes and all-terrain vehicles (ATVs) -- that contained more than a specified amount of lead 
in any accessible part that might be ingested.  
 
H.R. 2715 cleared the House by a 421-2 vote on Aug. 1 just before lawmakers went into their summer recess, and earned Senate ap-
proval by unanimous consent the same day.  
 
The new law is a victory that is the result of nearly three years of intensive efforts by the AMA and its partner organization, the All-
Terrain Vehicle Association (ATVA), their members and millions of advocates of responsible OHV recreation.  
 
Among those who lobbied their federal lawmakers was Peggy Malcolm of Littleton, Colo., who was thrilled when Obama signed the new 
law.  
 
"It would have been devastating to my children and thousands more just like them if they were unable to ride, and it would have been a 
shame if the reason they couldn't ride was because 'our' government failed them," Malcolm said.  
 
She is the mother of Erin, 11, Adi, 7, and Carter, 5, who won an AMA video contest that earned them a trip to Washington, D.C., to be 
the honored guests at the AMA Family Capitol Hill Climb on May 26 that brought families together to lobby their lawmakers.  
 
"It's the kids who don't have these outlets that tend to get involved in things that result in living a not-so-positive and healthy lifestyle," 
Malcolm said.  
 
"Kids gain so much from riding -- no matter what level or for what reason -- whether it's recreationally or competitively. They learn self-
discipline, sportsmanship, and responsibility. Riding builds confidence and with that, kids thrive," she said.  
 
Tyler Newcomer, who was instrumental in getting families with young racers from the Tomahawk MX Park in Hedgesville, W.Va., to the 
AMA Family Capitol Hill Climb, said: "Through the hard work of the AMA and the families that support young riders, the voices of our 
children were heard on Capitol Hill.  
 
"This bill will help protect our children by assuring them the opportunity to ride age-appropriate motorcycles," he said. "The children 
who attended the Hill Climb know that they helped save their right to ride, but it's also important for them to know they helped protect 
the motorcycle industry during tough economic times. This bill will help save jobs. Our children truly made a difference."  
 
David Newell of Montpelier, Va., says he was out riding with his sons, Shane, 5, and Michael, 8, when Obama signed the bill into law.
