A pasitive development in the history of OHV recreation
in New York occursthis July 4th holiday, giving a new
meaning to Independence Day.

That is, independence of riders having to wait for the
State to get its act together to reasonably acaommodate
trail ridersor to at least remove impediments placed on
our community that are keeping it from implementing its
own solutions.

Seewww.trailpass.com for the full details. The basicin-
formation isthat on July 4, three legal riding areas for
ATVsandtrail bikes are opened around New York to
riders who have purchased a " TrailPass" from one of sev-
era powersports dederslisted onthe above web site (can
also buwy online). And according to the TrailPass site, a
dozen more aeas greal acrossthe state are dated to
open over the course of the Summer.

ThisisBig News for several reasons.

First, in more than a decade of trying, due to an uncoop-
erative state government and stiff resistance from anti-
acaessgroups who have forgotten resource management
is better for the environment than prohibition, off-road
advocaes and NY SORV A have been unsuccessful in
creating a mmprehensive, statewide, organized and man-
aged trail system and funding program to acammodate
the growing and deserving rider community (NY is now
the 3rd largest state for ATV sales). It becane gparent to
the folks at Trail Pass that a private-industry agency of
sorts had to be created to finally get that ball rolling to-
ward fostering broad-scde legal riding oppatunities.

Of grea note, Trail Pass gcured a previously unavailable
insurance product to proted clubs and landownersin the
event of alawsuit, where many had tried andfailed in
doing so including the State Insurance Agency. Clubs can
now protect their host landowners when their trails are
included in the Trail Passnetwork, thereby making it
more likely that landovners will offer to permit recrea
tional aacess

Regardless of the insurance crisis, clubs gill would have
no funding and technical assistance to groom the trails for
sustainability thanks to the 11th yea of failure of the
State Legidature to re-establish ATV trail fundng. Trail -
Passalso solved that problem, pditician-freg by estab-
lishing atrail mapping, monitoring, and funding program
for the dubs, to work much like apublic-based trail grant
program would have, bu instead funded through the sale
of the TrailPass retail product. Simple idea but remark-
ablein its effect.

So, Happy Independence Day to my fellow NY riders. It
seansthereis sme hopethat our trail riding interests
will finally be accommodated in the otherwise OHV -
repressive Empire State. We wish the best of luck to the
TrailPass organization for successin helping clubsto
open legal, safe, and sustainable riding areas all over
New York.

Federal pand targetsATVsagan....

Jun. 30— If you thought the federal Consumer Product
Safety Commisgonwas done with its probe of ATV
safety after its June hearing in West Virginia, you were
wrong.

Just weeks after holding that hearing, the mwmmisson
annoureed it will hold another meding. But thistimein
Alaska. The meding will be held in Anchorage on July 8
at 9 am. in the LoussacPublic Library at 3600Denali St.
Commisgon Chairman Hal Strattonwill conduct the
meding alone. He said he wants to hear from Alaskans
on haw they use their ATV's, and get their perspectives
ONATYV safety issues.

On Jure 5, the ommisgon held asimilar meding in
Morgantown, West Virginia. More than 35 people testi-
fied, with about half charging that ATV's are unsafe, and
the other half saying that ATVsare aviable form of indi-
vidual and family recreation. Critics suggested roll bars,
seabelts and even governors to limit speed beinstalled
onATVs. They aso proposed banning kids under 16
from riding the machines.

But Doug Morris, director of the ATVA, told the com-
misgonersthat areview of ATV-related accidents indi-
caesthat vehicle misuse and ill-prepared riders appear to
be the fundamental causes of crashes. Educating riders
abou the need to wear helmets and aher safety gea, to
not carry passengers, and to stay off public roads are key
measures that could reduce aashes, he said.

1t©s unknown when, if ever, the commissonwill decide to
take any adionrelated to ATVs. Thelast time the com-
misson studied ATV safety, in the mid-198Gs, three
wheded ATVs ended upgetting banned.

Southern Tier Chapter ATV Drags at
Chemung County Fairgroundsin
Horseheads, NY

ATVA: rider training key to
prevent ATV injuries

June 6 — The All-Terrain Vehicle Asciation
(ATVA) and the American Motorcyclist Association
(AMA) told afedera panel onJune 5 that safety
training isavital part of preventing ATV-related in-
juries.

The two arganizations were anong 37 goups and
individuals who testified before the Consumer Prod-
uct Safety Commissonon ATV safety during a pub-
lic hearing held at West Virginia University in Mor-
gantown, W.Va. The heaing could be the first step
toward more federal regulation d ATVSs.

Opporents of ATVstold the mmmissoners that
strict regulations need to beimposed onATVsand
ATV users. Some even suggested children urder 16
shoud be banned from riding ATVs atogether, or
that ATVs shoud be equipped with roll bars, sea
belts and speeal governors.

But the ATVA and AMA argued that that instead of
further regulation, the CPSC shoud suppat in-
creased training oppatunities for ATV riders to edu-
cae them abou proper riding gear, teach them safe
riding tedhniques, and improve their riding skill s.

Among otherswhojoined the ATVA and AMA in
suppat of increased ATV training opportunities
were the National Off-Highway Vehicle Conserva-
tion Courxil, the Blue RibbonCaodliti on, the ATV
Safety Ingtitute, the Specialty Vehicle Institute of
America the National 4-H Courxil, and variousin-
dividuals.
