STRAP SACKS STOP STRAP FLAP

Loose ends on tiedlown straps used to bug me to no end. No matter how | tried to secure them, they always ended up flailing
away against my trailer and quad, twisting up into a knotted mess, and sometimes even getting stuck under an ATV or tractoet
But thatoés alll in the past now because | found Strap Sacks.

This is one of those fAiwhat took them so |l ongo product sstog hat sh
nylon, Strap Sacks slide on over your ratchet straps and secure with a sesmzip-tie, then contain the loose end of the stra
keep it from flapping around when you are rolling down the road.

| evaluated both the standard and heavy duty Strap Sacks using my King Quad and Floe open trailer with corner-ikwn loops,
and | came away really impressed. The Strap Sacks definitely work as advertised, with no intrusion on strap hooks or comprees
to strap functioning.

Installation takes under a minute for each strap and anyone can do it. Absolutely zero mechanical ability is required, anceth
only tool needed is cutting pliers, scissors, or a knife to trim away the excess-figp Once installed, a Strap Sack becomesap of
the strap, providing protection for the ratchet as well as storage for the loose tail of the strap.
To use the Strap Sacks, just fold back the Sack for access to the ratchet and tighten the strap as before, then pull the back
down over the ratchet, tuck the loose end of the strap into the sack, and cinch the sack. Repeat on the other straps andymd r e
ready for the road. When you arrive, just reverse the procedure to unload as quickly as before.
Besides stopping strap flap, therebés another benefitwhichoo. Str
should help extend the useful life of the tielowns, so it definitely adds additional value if you trailer on unpaved roads onibad

weather.

And when itdéds time to store the straps after use, jungonlytuck th
one hook end hanging out so you can hang the strap somewhere out of the way. The days of ididdien straps becoming all

tangled up with each other are history.

Strap Sacks will fit any 1 or 1.5inch ratchet or camlock cinch strap. Priced at $15.00 for

a package of four, you can have the standard model in red, orange, blue, black, or
camouflage. The heavy duty model is intended to survive rougher use so it is made from
heavier 7 0z., 430 denier polycoated black nylon pack cloth, and priced at $19.95 for a

package of four. The oversized twdnch model, also made from the same heavy duty

material, is available in red only and it looks great on those yellow commercial ratchet

straps. They are $15.99 for a package of two.
